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Carpenter
Barons Carpenter, Viscounts Carlingford, & Earls of Tyrconnel

Linage
William Carpenter, Esq. of Home, descended from a very ancient Hereford family, died in the year 1520, and from him lineally descended Thomas Carpenter, Esq., who bequeathed his estate to his 2nd cousin, Lieut-Gen. The Right Hon George Lord Carpenter.  
This nobleman, who was a younger son, commenced his career as page to the Earl of Montague in his embassy to the court of France in 1671, and on returning in the next year, rode as a private gentleman in the 3rd troop of guards from which station (then deemed an honorable introduction to a military life) Mr. Carpenter was appointed quartermaster to the Earl of Peterborough's regiment of horse, the lieut-coloneley of which he subsequently attained.
In 1693, Colonel Carpenter, md. Alice, dau of William 1st Viscount – Charlemont, and widow of James Margetson Esq., and purchased afterwards for 1.800 guineas a part of his lady's dowry, the Kings own regiment of dragoons, the command of which he retained until his decease; distinguished himself of its head in the battle of Alamanza in 1707, the battle of Almenara in 1710, and upon other eminent services.  In 1709 he had attained the rank of lieut-general, and in 1715 he forced the rebels under Lord Derwentwater to surrender at discretion at Preston, thus securing the throne to the present reigning family.  In 1716 Gen Carpenter was appointed governor of Minorea, and subsequently commander in-chief of all the forces in Scotland, when he was elevated to the peerage of Ireland, by patent dated 29 May 1719, as Baron Carpenter, of Killaghy, Co Kilkenny.  His lordship died 10 Feb 1731 and was succeeded by his only son.

George, 2nd baron, lieut-colonel of the first regiment of horse-guards.  His lordship married in 1722, Elizabeth, only daughter of David Petty, Esq. of Wanstead, Co Essex, and dying 12 July 1749, left (with a dau Alice Maria, md 1st to Charles, 2nd Earl of Egremont, and 2nd, to Count Breahl,) an only son, George, 3rd baron, born 26 Aug 1723.  This nobleman, md, in March 1747-8 Frances, only dau and heiress of Sir Robert Clifton, Bart of Clifton, Co Nottingham, and heiress of her mother, Lady Frances Coote, only dau of Nanfan, 2nd Earl of Bellamont, by whom he had issue,

Lord Carpenter was advanced to the dignities of Viscount Carlingford and Earl of Tyrconnel 1 May 1761, and dying the year after was succeeded by his elder surviving son George 2nd Earl, b in 1750; md 1st in 1772, Frances Manners, eldest dau of the celebrated military commander, Leiut-General John, Marques of Granby, and grand dau, of John, 3rd Duke of Rutland, which marriage was dissolved by act of parliament in 1777, and the lady md Phillip Anstuther, Esq.  His lordship md 2nd in 1780 the Hon. Sarah Hussey Delaval, youngest dau and co-heir of John Lord Delaval, and left an only dau.

The Earl died 15 April 1805 when the honors devolved upon his nephew, George, 3rd Earl.  This nobleman, who was born 1788, impelled by the love of military enterprise, entered into the Russian Army as a volunteer, and died at Wilna, 20 Dec 1812, in that service, from his zeal and excessive fatigue in pursuit of the French forces under Bonaparte.  His lordship as un md, and the honors devolved at his decease upon his brother.

John Delaval, 4th Earl of Tyrconnel, Viscount Calingford, of Calingford, and Baron Carpenter, of Killaghy, Co Kilkinney, G.C.H. b. 16 Dec 1790.  He md 1 Oct 1817 Sarah, only child of Robert Crowe, Esq. of Kiplin, Co York, by Anne his wife, dau of Christopher Buckle Esq. of Burgh, in Banstead, and had a dau, Elizabeth Anne, b. 19 Feb 1847, and d. same day.  His lordship d 25 Jun 1953, whereupon all his titles became extinct.
