Park City Consolidated (1000) 200 shares to each of my 5 children

New Park Mining Co. (100) to Lydia.


My books – in parlor – Glass Book Case to Alvin.  Oak Chest Case made by Gerald goes to him (Gerald) with contents.  Photo albums etc., metal Case with Esoteric Books also all Esoteric Literature in cupboard in my secretary room go to Edith with its metal case.  Little Journeys by Elbert Hubbard go to Alvin.  Edwin and Eugene can select what books they want from what is left after each 5 have selected 3 of Thomas Hardy's, Wesson Dorset Novels for their own liking which describe the country south of Bradford on Tone Co. Somerset where our Carpenter Family resided on Tresfusis Manor since 1600 AD or before.  Any books not wanted by my heirs to be given to Manti Public Library.  My wife Lydia to live undisturbed in the home and enjoy its contents after the above mentioned items have been disposed of.  If at any time Lydia may desire to sell her rights in the home and premises to my children and reside elsewhere my children can then do with the property as they please.  

After the aforesaid items have been disposed of what furniture and household effects remain can be disposed of as my children, the heirs, may agree upon.  My 15 Temple Record Books I donate herewith to the Genealogical Society of Utah 80 N. Main St. Salt Lake City.  A. F. Bennett is now the Secretary where they will be safe and any heirs can peruse them there.  Some 31,000 names at $2.00 a name runs up to over $60,000 and cannot be duplicated.  Also with them give to the Genealogical Society of Salt Lake City records of the Schramm and Alder, Mier, Rotach Families I have had work done for and my children are heirs to.  If left lying around they may become lost while if in Genealogical Society Library they are in safe keeping.  My Patriarchal Blessings Record please give to the LDS Church Historians Office.  As regards to my real estate, I have deeds made out, which can be recorded and title passes to my 5 children or heirs when my wife Lydia, as aforesaid, makes disposal of the same either by death or otherwise.  

None let all be done in peace and harmony and a wish that my children may be kind and helpful to their Aunt Lydia after I make my departure to the Spirit World.  Peace be with you all and be united as a family in love and kindly help to each other.  I am of sound mind and body at 98 years of age, as this my handwriting so testifies to you, and to which I affix my signature this 16 day of June 1959.
